Connecting a mobile telephone (see A)

The 2.5 mm jack socket @ allows you to connect a mobile

telephone. For this to function correctly:

* the headset microphone connector must be connected to
the aircraft radio/intercom,

¢ theaircraftintercom/radio must be powered and switched
on,

¢ on headset models with the NoiseGard™ active noise
compensation (marked * above) NoiseGard™ must be
switched on.
